P033    TRAVELLERS’ SITES – ISSUES AND OPTIONS PAPER – Consultation


Following a lengthy discussion over the issues covered within the consultation papers it was

RESOLVED

That following representation in respect of ‘Travellers’ Sites – Issues and Options Consultation Paper’: be submitted to the Local Authority:
“The Hereford City Council feels that all travellers’ sites should be on council owned land, to enable better control of numbers, access, environmental health concerns etc.

We felt that Herefordshire Council should make use of the existing site at Romany Way, which requires improvement and refurbishment, as a permanent site with a capacity of around twenty traveller families.  This has the advantage that the site has previously existed and is within easy reach of appropriate services.

We also felt that for itinerant travellers a site on an industrial estate, such as Rotherwas, might be appropriate, as attempting to create facilities of this type in residential areas is likely to lead to strong opposition.  We hope that in future planning applications for industrial estates should be reviewed to consider including such facilities for itinerant travellers, as this would enable them to carry out their traditional occupations such as scrap dealing without undue impact on residential areas.  Suitable facilities can be included from the start on such a site if it is part of an overall development plan. 

The Members felt that the suggestion that new housing developments should include travellers sites had little merit.  We felt that developers would be unhappy as they would feel that houses in the vicinity of this would be adversely affected in terms of sale value and amenity. They were particularly unhappy with the thought that should this idea be progressed that developers might put the affordable housing next door to such a development and undermine community integration. 

We feel that there is no need for an extra provision for travelling showmen and their families as there already exists an adequate site in Ross-on-Wye and the Showmen’s Guild has a large site in Neath which is their main base.”
