The Clerk confirmed he had received assurance from the new Assistant Director for Planning that the issues raised about enforcement on the Victoria House site were being actively investigated, although there was no outcome to report yet. There appear to be three violations, of planning law regarding the car wash, of conservation rules regarding the destruction of trees and of wildlife conservation law regarding the destruction of nesting habitat.


Councillor Stevens reported his concern at the garish repainting of the Spread Eagle PH, which is a listed building. It is understood that Herefordshire Council are taking some action over this.  He also reported that he and the Chairman would be meeting the MP shortly to press for progress on the eastern river crossing.


It was agreed that the Clerk would ask the Enforcement Team from Herefordshire Council planning to attend our next meeting.
