Members considered the report presented to them by the Committee Clerk and it was proposed by Cllr Nick Nenadich, seconded by Cllr Bob Preece and unanimously

RESOLVED

To endorse the view that Hereford City Council ought to be included in the Licensing Policies as a representative body for business and residents.
That the observations enlisted in the Clerk’s report be submitted to the Planning Authority as the City Council representation, as follows:

In the main policy document in the foreword there is a statement that it is a legal requirement that the policy should be reviewed at least every five years.  We believe the Licensing Act 2003 Part II Section 5 (1) states three years, unless this has been subsequently repealed.  A copy of the relevant section is attached for reference.


Paragraph 7.4 makes reference to the Hereford Journal which is now defunct. This should either be deleted or should be amended to include the Admag which remains a free circulation newspaper delivered to very many, perhaps most, homes in the City and might therefore be an acceptable vehicle for official notices and requests for responses.


In the Gambling Policy statement, section 11 allows the licensing authority to consider the effects on vulnerable people of placing gambling establishments. This also allows for an area recognised as having a specific issue with crime or disorder to be noted, and careful consideration given to establishment gambling premises, or more premises than currently exist.  The City Council feels that more could be done to use this section to regulate a concentration of gambling premises in and around High Town which may have an adverse impact, by their concentration on street drinking and other areas of crime and anti-social behaviour. The concentration of premises with their inducements to gamble may also be seen as against the interests of people made vulnerable by gambling addiction. 


Noting the point covered in the background paragraph regarding the general policy against permitting sex establishments in the County. There are no specific recommended observations on this policy.
