P096   CONSULTATION ON THE REVIEW OF BUS SERVICES IN HEREFORDSHIRE

The Committee has considered the Consultation papers and it’s been proposed, unanimously agreed and resolved that following representation will be submitted to the Local Planning Authority:

Whilst Hereford City Council acknowledges the need for cuts and savings in the public sector, we do feel that the proposed cuts in the bus services stand in contrary with transport strategies championed by the Local Authority and may result in making residents more and more car-dependant, further undermining the local regeneration strategies. 

We note that whilst the priority should be given to core services during the main daytime period this should not serve as an excuse to deprioritise the rest. 

The City Council supports the view that priority should be given to services directly supporting local shopping and early evening economy of the City, as well as work, school and health related commutes.
The City Council also notes the obvious paradox created by planned cuts to bus services, which are mainly needed by non-car owning groups – such as elderly, disabled, parents/carers. In addition to the current consultation a proper Equality Impact Assessment should be conducted before any substantial changes are imposed on local bus services.
