The minutes of the meeting of 1st July were agreed as an accurate record and signed accordingly by the Chairman.
P043     DISTRICT COUNCIL MEMBERS:

RESOLVED that it be noted that the participation of those City Councillors who are also members of the County of Herefordshire District Council in both the debate and any subsequent vote on matters contained in the agenda was on the basis that the views expressed were preliminary views taking account of the information currently available to the City Council.  City Council members who are also District Councillors reserved their final views on the applications until they were in full possession of all relevant information both for and against.
PO44   POLICY ISSUES

The Chairman introduced Councillor Powers who made it clear he was at the meeting in his role as a parish council from Breinton rather than his County function.  The Town Clerk introduced his report of an initial meeting with officers at Herefordshire Council about progressing the Area Plan.  The main discussion took place on the issue of the draft heads of agreement, and particularly how the parishes around Hereford who are producing, or have completed, their own Neighbourhood Plan could and should be involved.  It was affirmed that the City Council has no wish to disenfranchise any neighbouring parishes and seeks their full participation in an area plan, if that plan extends beyond the city boundary.  Given the housing and infrastructure issues in the core strategy, which must be reflected in an area plan, it is inevitable that the scope of the second document must be wider than the city boundary, so joint working rather than simply consulting as we would with a neighbouring parish on a specific application was required.

It was proposed by Councillor Michael, seconded by Councillor Boulter and

Resolved :

That the Clerk seeks either an amendment to the draft heads of agreement or a formal protocol to be signed with them which adequately protects the involvement of neighbouring parishes in the production of an area plan.

That the committee notes the report on next steps and current position and will receive a further report when the core strategy is formally adopted by Herefordshire Council on receipt of the final report of the inspector.

That the committee agrees to extend a standing invitation to the officers of Herefordshire Council to nominate one of their number engaged on the Area Plan to attend its meetings.

That the Committee seeks the authority of Council to nominate some or all of its members to serve on the working group for the development of the Area Plan for Hereford.
