GILBERT AND SULLIVAN OPERATIC SOCIETY – PIRATES OF PENZANCE 2015 SCHOOL MATINEE PERFORMANCE – GRANT APPLICATION FOR £2,500


Members received a presentation from Mrs Sheila Dunsford, member of the Gilbert and Sullivan Operatic Society in relation to their grant application for £2,500.
Mrs Dunsford gave a brief overview of the project and the application. She also updated Members of further successful developments in relation to the project since the application was submitted which were as follows:
· Direct feedback from the schools on how the project was going to date was all very positive.

· Tickets all sold out for the matinee performance and could have sold more if there had been the seating capacity within the theatre.

· 9 schools involved.

· Children wishing to take part, dress up, act and become involved. Performing to their teachers.
· Requests from schools to deliver more projects like this one.

· Secondary schools using the project for their drama students doing their GCSE’s.

· Future project in the summer as a result with schools participating and performing with the society in a summer performance. 

Members questions/comments covered the following:

· The school in Bromsgrove taking part is not within the City.

· Limiting tickets to Hereford Schools only to ensure all the local schools benefit.

· No income from ticket sales in budget forecast.

· The projected shortfall for the overall project is £8,000.
· The orchestra is paid for each performance but at a reduced rate.

There being no further questions the Chairman thanked Mrs Dunsford for her time and she left the room.

MOOR FARM PARK PROJECT – ANNUAL REPORT


Members received a report from Fran White on the progress of the Moor Farm Project following a large grant award for £30,000 as agreed on 10.12.2013.

Mrs White gave a brief overview of the project to date and circulated some photos in relation to the current project progression and stage of progress. 

Members congratulated Mrs White on the delivery of this project and had noted how previous traffic issues had been reduced by 50%. Signs acknowledging the organisations who had awarded funding for this project were in the process of being completed and installed.
The Chairman thanked Mrs White for her time and echoed the gratitude from the committee for so effectively managing the delivery of this project.

The Chairman asked Members if they would be happy at this point to consider a resolution on the Gilbert and Sullivan grant application before receiving the next presentation. Members agreed they were happy to do so.

GILBERT AND SULLIVAN OPERATIC SOCIETY – PIRATES OF PENZANCE 2015 SCHOOL MATINEE PERFORMANCE – GRANT APPLICATION FOR £2,500


As one third of the pupils attending the matinee are not from within the City of Hereford Cllr Edwards proposed awarding two thirds of the grant requested and proposed a figure of £1,600 for the grant award. This was seconded by Cllr Michael.

Cllr Oliver proposed awarding £2,500 which was seconded by Cllr Nenadich.


Cllr Oliver’s proposal was put to the vote: 2 Members voted in favour; 7 voted against.


Cllr Edwards proposal was put to the vote: 7 voted in favour; 2 abstentions.


RESOLVED:


To award two thirds of the grant requested reflecting the number of students who would benefit from within the City and award a grant of £1,600 for the matinee performance as laid out in the grant application.
